Class: 6
Topic: Personal information
Aims: 

· to revise students’ vocabulary of the topic;

· to practise group and pair work among the students;;

· to develop students’  listening and writing skills;

· to revise and provide practice of the use of grammar structure “have got/has got”;

· to stimulate speaking activities.
Level:  pre-intermediate

Introduction 

In this lesson students practise speaking, listening and writing while talking about their families, pets, favourite school subjects and giving some personal information. The grammar focus is a language structure havegot/has got. Students also work in small groups and role play the dialogues with imaginary online friends.
Procedure

Lead-in
· Introduce the theme of the lesson by asking your students several personal questions like What’s your name?, Where do you live?, Have you got a pet at home?, etc.;

· Announce the topic and the aims of the lesson

Task 1: Matching
· Ask your students to revise necessary vocabulary with the help of picture matching. The pictures are on the blackboard, students take word cards and match them with the pictures they correspond with.
· Encourage students to use their personal experience.

Task 2: Definition crossword
· Revise students’ vocabulary of the topic with the help of solving a crossword;
· Show them the task on the screen and ask them a correct word. (e.g. father + mother = parents)

Task 3: Answering the questions

· In turns, students answer the questions about their own families.
Task 4: Listening
· Pre-listening: explain your students what they are going to watch, ask them to pay attention to the details;

· While-listening: students watch the video and listen to the information their schoolmates share with them;

· Post-listening: students do a short test

Task 5: Writing practice

· Demonstrate them the Simpsons’ Family Tree on the screen;

· Revise grammar structure have got/has got;

· Make students work in groups and write a short story “The Simpsons’ family”. Students read their aloud.

Task 6:  Role-playing

· Students work in pairs and make up a short dialogue between them and their imaginary online friends;

· They present their conversation to the class.

Hometask 

· Give students the hometask to draw their Family Tree or to make a presentation of it.
Assessment

· Give marks to the students

Summary 

· Draw the conclusions and ask your students what they have learnt at the lesson;
· Finish the lesson.
