INTRODUCTION

Out-of-school work in English is necessary for the development and encouragement of interest to study a foreign language, to stimuate the pupils’ creative abilities.

The English Week, carried out at school, provides the pupils with ample opportunity to use their knowledge in practice, gives them a chance to believe in their abilities to study a foreign language. The main principle of the English Week is to invole the pupils into the Week’s activities, offering them the tasks within their skills. The English Week helps to develop the pupils’ creative work, makes a good atmosphere of cooperation directed at a positive mutual psychological influence between a teacher and a pupil.

Many different interesting activities are held in the span of the English Week. Its aims are:

· to intensify the motivation for studying the English language;

· to sustain practical mastering of speaking;

· to enlarge the pupils’ active word-stock;

· to stimulate their intellectual and speaking activity;

· to broaden their general outlook;

· to raise the pupils’ cultural level;

· to develop their creative abilities.

PREPARATION
Traditionally in our lyceum one week of a school year is devoted to the English language. It is called the English Week, where each class has a posibility to present the project which they have chosen to work on.

As a rule the English Week at our lyceum takes place in December, during the Christmas and New Year’s holidays, that’s why it’s always filled with the holiday atmosphere and fairy accomplishment of the wishes. Amateur theatricals, parties, concerts, exhibitions and competitions are usual actions during the Week.
An intensive work with pupils usually precedes the Week. They prepare to perform carrols, songs and poems, practice dances, prepare wall newspapers and presentations. At this stage projected methods of teaching is also carried out. The creative projects foresee a suitable decorative design. So far as a certain problem is the basis of any project, special creative groups discuss it. The pupils come to an agreement concerning the form of expression and planned results. It may be a wall-newspaper or a slogan, a selection of thematic crosswords and rebuses, made by the pupils themselves, or videopresentations. We also try to use Internet resourses. The themes may be different: the English-speaking countries, ecology, education, holidays, hobbies, etc. To solve the problem the pupils should have not only the knowledge of English but also accumulate a great amount of knowledge of other subjects.

While preparing the Week our teachers carry out a great preparatory country-studying work. Every year the pupils prepare Christmas parties and concerts. The day before they decorate a hall, corridors and the English study-room with slogans, balloons, wall newspapers. On Monday they put up a notice for acquaintance with the programme of the Week in the hall. The mood of the holiday, its flavour and language atmosphere are created with the help of music,  slogans with the English humorous expressions and phrases on the walls of the hall and corridors, bright wall- newspapers dedicated to Christmas, to the English-speaking countries, their Christmas traditions and watching video films in English. The following phrases and humorous expressions may be offered for the decoration of the walls:

“FAMILIAR AND UNFAMILIAR BRITAIN”
INTRODUCTION

In everyday speech the word "Britain" is used to mean the United Kingdom, and the British are people those who live on the British Isles. There are more than 55 mln inhabitants there: 46 mln of them live in England, about 5 mln people live in Scotland, 3 mln people live in Wales and almost 2 mln people live in Northern Ireland. So, Great Britain enjoys a mixture of different cultures and life styles.

THE FIRST PAGE OF OUR RADIO ALMANAC IS ABOUT SCOTLAND 
Scotland is a country of great variety with its own unique character and strong traditions. It is a very beautiful country famous for the diversity of its landscapes. Scottish lakes, called "lochs", are surrounded by picturesque hills and mountains. The most famous of the Scottish lochs is Loch Ness, because of the mystery of its monster. It is not the largest lake in Britain, but it is 35 km long. The water of the lake is dark and always very cold.

The chronicler of the 6th century was the first to report about a strange creature who was 30 yards long, with two humps in its back, the head of a snake, a giraffe-like neck and two very short front legs. People called the water monster Nessie. The articles about it appeared in the news from time to time.

In 1934 the first book about the Loch Ness monster was published. Scientists also got interested in discovering the truth. In 1987 they crossed the lake using sonar equipment but didn't find Nessie. Nevertheless they did not deny the fact that there was a large moving object in the lake.

The Loch Ness monster is a real attraction for people from all parts of Britain and from many other countries. A museum was opened in Scotland several years ago. It has more than 4,000 written reports and drawings of Nessie made by the people who "had seen" it.

THE SECOND PAGE OF OUR RADIO ALMANAC IS ABOUT WALES

It is a small country but there is no other part of the British Isles where national spirit is stronger, national pride more intense or national traditions more cherished than in Wales.

The 800-year-old National Eisteddfodd, an annual festival of Welsh music and poetry has been held early in August since the 12th century. It attracts Welsh people from all over the world. Welsh is the official language of the festival. The program includes male choirs, brass-band concerts, many children's events, drama, arts and crafts.

The most impressive ceremony of the festival is the crowning of the Bard. When the best poet's name is called, he comes forward to the platform. There he is given a purple robe to wear. A crown of golden oak leaves is placed on his head. He is treated with the highest honour and respect for the whole year: he is the king of poets.

THE THIRD PAGE OF OUR RADIO ALMANAC IS ABOUT ENGLAND

England means different things to different people. To some of them it is "a fortress built by nature", to some — "a foggy Albion". Some people call it "the workshop of the world", others — "a land of sleepy rural beauty".

One of the oldest prehistoric monuments and one of the wonders of the world can be found here. It is Stonehenge. The monument consists of two circles of huge stone blocks. Inside them there are two groups of stones in the shape of a horseshoe. There is no written record of their origin and they have always been surrounded by mystery. It is a ritual monument of Druids used for performing mystic rites at dawn on Midsummer Day (24th June). On June 21st, the longest day of the year, the rising sun faces the open part of the horseshoe and shines on the centre stone. The word Stonehenge probably derives from Saxon and means "a place of the hanging stones". Scientists think that the early inhabitants of Britain were sun-worshippers; they thought of the sun as a god and they built Stonehenge in honour of that god.   
There are many theories explaining Stonehenge's function, ranging from a place of ritual human sacrifice to a very early astronomic observatory. But even today the reason for its existence is mysterious.

There is an old Irish saying that Ireland must be the cleanest place in the world, because God washes it every day. Ireland is also called the Emerald Isle because of its beautiful green fields.

Sometimes it is held in the form of  “Eurovision”. The pupils of all the forms make ready for this variety show. The members of the jury are English teachers, management, guests. At the end of the concert we close the Week summing-up, awarding the most active participants, asking the pupils what they liked most of all and what they would like to organise next year. Their opinion will be taken into consideration during the arragement of the next year’s English Week. 

Conclusions

The English Week, carried out at school, provides the pupils with ample opportunity to use their knowledge in practice, gives them a chance to believe in their abilities to study a foreign language. The main principle of the English Week is to invole the pupils into the Week’s activities, offering them the tasks within their skills. The English Week helps to develop the pupils’ creative work, makes a good atmosphere of cooperation directed at a positive mutual psychological influence between a teacher and a pupil.

Traditionally in our lyceum one week of a school year is devoted to the English language. It is called the English Week, where each class has a posibility to present the project which they have chosen to work on.

As a rule the English Week at our lyceum takes place  in December, during the Christmas and New Year’s holidays.

An intensive work with pupils usually precedes the Week. They prepare to perform carrols, songs and poems, practice dances, prepare wall newspapers and presentations. At this stage projected methods of teaching is also carried out. The creative projects foresee a suitable decorative design. So far as a certain problem is the basis of any project, special creative groups discuss it. The pupils come to an agreement concerning the form of expression and planned results.

To solve the problem the pupils should have not only the knowledge of English but also accumulate a great amount of knowledge of other subjects.

While preparing the Week our teachers carry out a great preparatory country-studying work. Every year the pupils prepare Christmas parties and concerts.

Each day of the Week is full of activities. All this helps to form perceptional interests of the pupils, to broaden their outlook and the sphere of using of received and present knowledge.

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The Elizabethan Age

Shakgspeare lived during a remarkable period of English history, a time of relative
political stability that followed and preceded eras of extenstve upheaval. Efizabeth I
became the Queen of England in 1558, six years before Shakespeare's Girth, During fier
45-year reign, London Gecame a cultural and commercial center where learning and
literature thrived

When Queen Elizabeth ascended to the throne, there were violent clashes
throughiout Europe between Protestant and’ Catholic leaders and their followers.
Thougf Elizabetfi fionored many of the Protestant edicts of fier late fatfier, King Henry
VAL, she made significant concessions ta Catfiolic sympathizers, which kept them from
attempting rebellion. But when compromise was not possible, she was an exacting and
determined leader who did not shy away from conflict. With the naval defeat of the
Spanish Armada in 1588, England was firmly established as a leading military and’
commercial power in the Western world. Elizabeth supported and later knighted Sir
Trancis Drake, the first sailor to circumnavigate the globe. She also funded Sir Walter
Raleigh's exploration of the New World, which brought new wealth to fier country in
the form of tobacco and gold from Latin Amenica.

Queen Ehizabeth also recognized thie importance of the arts to the fife and legacy
of hier nation. She was fond of the theater, and many of England’s greatest playwnights
were active during fier reign, including Christopher Marfowe, Ben Jonson, and William
Shakespeare. With hier permission, professional theaters were built in England for the
Sirst time, attracting 15,000 theatergoers per week_in London, a city of 150,000 to
250,000. In addition to ShaKespeare's masterpieces of the stage, Marlowe's Doctor
Taustus, Edmund Spenser's Tacrie Queen, and Sir Piilip Sidney's Defence of Poesie
were all written during this golden age in the fierary arts. The Shakespearean sonnet,
Spensenian stanza, and dramatic blank verse also came into practice during the peniod.

Upon the death of Thzabethi, King James I rose to power in England, A writer
fiimself, hie displayed a great fove of learning, particularly theater. At the King's
invitation, ShaKgspeare's theater company, Lord Chamberlain's Men, became Known as
the King's Men, and they produced new works under fiis patronage. King James also
commissioned the transfation of the Bible from Latin into English so that it might be
Tﬂr:p'r:h[‘,”“z:‘,{;ﬁ::“ l/}'mr who fad not studied the antf.:‘qr of the n(mmd‘-/.m.

The system of British Peerage in Shakespeare's time (which still, exists — although
altered — in modern day Great Britain) determined one’s position in society. many of
Shakespeare's characters caried titles that — in the Bard’s time — would fiave
immediately told audience members a fot about that person's rank, importance, and
authority over fiis peers. Today's audiences will be less famifiar with the British Peerage
and Nobifity, so fiere's a quick primer:

Duke: The highest rank in British Peerage; from the Latin diy, meaning leader.
