A. You are quite right and it’s good that there are times when countries in the world work together to protect something special. In 1989 they were giving a chance to protect children and child rights, and more countries than ever before agreed to co-operate. The result of this agreement is mentioned in the video. This is the Convention on the Rights of the Child, or CRC, and now it’s the international law. (slide 4)

 The Convention on the Rights of the Child sets out the rights that must be realized for children to develop their full potential, free from hunger and want, neglect and abuse. It reflects a new vision of the child. Children are neither the property of their parents nor helpless objects of charity. They are human beings and are the subject of their own rights. The Convention offers a vision of the child as an individual and as a member of a family and community, with rights and responsibilities appropriate to his or her age and stage of development.

A.  T: As you see grown-ups investigate your problems and try to do their best to help you to cope with them. But it is also important for you to know your rights and duties as this knowledge will make your life easier and happier.

There is the poem by Albert E.Kahn (slide 7):

“I claim the human right to live.
I claim the human right to love.
I claim the human right to work.
I claim the right to every child to eat.”

T: In this poem the author proclaims the right for everybody to live happily on the Earth.

Let’s see what and why children need: video (Children and Young People’s rights)

The Convention on the Rights of the Child ,which protects children’s rights, consists of 54 Articles. Of course, we are not able to discuss all of them but let’s work with some of them.

B. Group Work:

1. T: Match the explanation and the right 

I group:

1. All children must get a name when they are born and become a citizen of a particular country.– the right to birth and nationality at birth (art 7)

 2. The Government must give children good medical care and try to reduce the number of deaths in childhood – the right to health and health care (art 24)
3. All children should have the rights whatever their race, sex, religion language, disability, opinion or family background – the right to non-discrimination (art 2)

4. Children should have a chance to live in a safe and unpolluted environment with good food and clean drinking water. – the right to life, to protection ((art 6)

5. Children should have the best chance to develop their abilities. – the right to education and development (art 28)

II group:

1. Children with disabilities must be helped to be as independent as possible. – the right to care and support to live a full life (art.23)

2. Every child can go to school. Different kinds of secondary schools should be available for children. – the right to education and development (art 28)
3. The Government should protect children from harm, cruelty, abuse and dangerous drugs. – the right to protection (art 19)

4. Children can join organisations, take part in meetings and peaceful demonstrations which do not affect other people’s rights.–the right to freedom of association (art 15)
5. Every child should have a chance to rest and play. – the right to leisure (art 31)
III group:

1. School should help children develop their skills, teach them about their own and people’s rights and prepare for adult life. – the right to education and development (art 28)
2. Children can say what they think. What they say must be listened to carefully. – the right to express their views (art 12)

3. The Government must protect children from exploitation and dangerous work which can harm their health or interfere with their education. – the right to protection (art 19)

4. Children can get information, especially that would make their life better. – the right to information (art 17)
5. Nobody can open children’s letters and listen to their phone calls. – the right to privacy (art 16)
(flower on the board- the mentioned rights)
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IV. Reading:

T: The Convention is a very important document but the rights provided by it are sometimes broken in different countries. Let’s see whether you’re able to match the stories of these young people to the rights and freedoms of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.

1. Niki

Niki (15) wants a wheelchair ramp installed at the train station so she can get the train to the cinema.

2. Sophia

Sophia (16) wants to play in the village soccer team but she isn’t allowed because she is a girl.

3. Neva

Neva (13) wishes she could get some medicine and live with her family in a house that isn't so cold, so maybe her asthma will get better.

4. Tao

Tao (11) wants to spend time with his Dad and get to know him but Tao's mother makes Tao work nights and all weekend in a sports shoe factory to make money.

5. Jess

Jess (14) wants her parents to stop getting drunk and hitting her because then kids at school might stop bullying her about the cuts and bruises on her face.

6. Bahati

Bahati (12) wants to get away from the fighters who took him from his family and are training him to shoot and kill people.

7. Mai Lin

Mai Lin (12) and her family are awaiting UNHCR refugee status. She wants to play in the park but is fearful of immigration police arresting her.

8. PeeJay

PeeJay (16) and his indigenous mates want to stay in a hostel while on a representative sporting trip but the owner says white people don't want them to stay there.

9. Bashir

Bashir (11) is angry because he wants to visit his grandparents who live only 5kms away but because of political conflict customs police wont let him cross the border.

10. Sami

Sami (15) wants to be a doctor but can't go to school since his neighbourhood schools were bombed last year.

V. Speaking:

1. T: I hope you remember that the main topic of our lesson today is to answer the question: “What Right is Right for Me”? 

So I’d like everyone to choose the right and prove the choice.

(Students explain their choice)

2. T: Speaking about the rights we must always keep in mind that the Convention also talks about children having certain responsibilities, in particular respecting the rights of others.

Can you name responsibilities that accompany some of the rights:

  . As every child has rights, then they also have the responsibility to respect other children’s rights. 
· As all children have a right to be protected from conflict, cruelty, exploitation and neglect, then they also have the responsibility not to bully or harm other children. 
· As all children have the right to a clean environment, then they also have a responsibility to help look after their environment. 
· As all children have a right to be educated, then they should learn as much as they are able to and, if possible, share their knowledge with others. 
· As all children have a right to a full life, then they should also lend help so that people who are disadvantaged or are the victims of discrimination are included in their right to a full life. 
VI. Summary:

  T: Today we’ve learnt and discussed some of the rights given by the most widely accepted human rights treaty in history , The Convention on the Rights of the Child. 194 States have ratified this celebrated agreement.

It reflects a new vision of the child. Children are neither the property of their parents nor helpless objects of charity. They are human beings and are the subject of their own rights.
