The slogan at the doors welcomes you to the Star Hall, where one can see many cosmic wonders and the sky full of stars no matter what the weather is. You enter with curiosity the multifunctional center and get the chance to feel oneself the real explorer of the Universe, to imitate the launching of the spacecraft and visit other planets. The Kyiv Planetarium founded in 1952 by the worldwide famous astronomer Sergey Vsehsvyatsky gives you such opportunity. 

It is equipped with optical planetarium instrument, that allows to demonstrate a lot of special effects. The dome of the Star Hall is 23.5 meters in diameter. The hall seats 320 visitors. There are two great spheres in the middle with the help of which you can see the sky not only in Kyiv but from any other place on the planet, also reach the Equator, the North or South Pole. There are projections of the Sun, the Moon and five planets (Mercury, Venus, Mars, Jupiter and Saturn) which are easily observed with the naked eye. The special devices can show the sun and moon darkening, comets, falling stars and artificial satellites. Also you can make excursions to the Main Astronomical Observatory of National Academy of Sciences and to the Astronomical Observatory of Kyiv National University for observations of night sky with telescopes. 

After visiting the Planetarium I could definitely say that it was the unforgettable experience. I advise you to visit it too because neither books, nor television can give you such impressions.
