III PRESENTATION OF SIGHTSEEING OF LONDON

We can start our excursion now. You will be special guides. Your home task for today was to present one of sightseeing of  London. The presentation must contain something special for us to remember the information, to create some associations with the place of interest. First you come here and show a place of interest on the map, then you present it.  While somebody is presenting the place, the rest of the class   writes the name of sightseeing and just interesting information about the place.
BUCKINGHAM PALACE
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R: Hi! My name’s …I’m a reporter from The Times. Today, especially for you I’m having an interview with the Queen. We are in Buckingham Palace. This famous place is in the very centre of London. It’s two places, not one. It is a family house, where children play and grow up. It’s also the place where presidents, kings and politicians go to meet the Queen. Buckingham Palace is like a small town with a police station, two post offices, a hospital, two sports clubs, a bar, a disco, a cinema and a swimming pool. There are 600 rooms and 3 miles of red carpet. Two men work full time to look after the 300 clocks. About 700 people work in the Palace.

Well, the Queen is coming.

Good morning, your Majesty! I’m a reporter from The Times. I would like to give you some questions for our newspaper.

Q: Good   morning, my dear. Glad to answer your questions with pleasure.

R: Where and when were you born?

Q: I was born on the 21st of April in 1926 in London. I was the first child of the Duke and Duchess of York. Who later became King George and Queen Elizabeth?
R: Where did you study?

Q: I was educated at home with Princess Margaret, my younger sister. My father taught me a lot, we had teacher from Eton and many governesses taught us French. I also studied art, music, learned to ride a horse and was good at swimming.

R:  And what about your family?

Q: Well, when we returned from South Africa in 1947 my engagement to Lieutenant Philip Mountbatten was announced. We had known each other for years and were married in Westminster Abbey on the 20th of November in 1947. We had 4 children: Prince Charles, Princess Anne, Prince Andrew, and Prince Edward.

R: What are your hobbies?

Q: I love horses and dogs. I have got 8 dogs; they sleep in their own bedroom near my bedroom. I like walking in the country and I’m good at dancing.

R: What can you say about your public life? 

Q: I have got a lot of duties: ceremonies, receptions and visits. Every Tuesday evening I meet the Prime Minister. We talk about world news and have a drink.

R: Thank you, your Majesty. It was pleasure to speak with you.

MADAME TUSSAUDS WAXWORKS
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Hello! I’m Marie Tussaud.  I was born in Strasbourg, France in 1761. My father died 2 months before I was born and my family moved to Switzerland. My mother worked for German doctor. He was a kind man, enjoyed making wax models of parts of the human body and heads. The doctor moved to Paris because he wanted to earn money by making models of rich and famous people. Soon my mother and I joined him in Paris. When I was 6 the doctor taught me to work in wax. My portraits became popular and by the 20 years I was living in the Palace of Versailles, because the royal family invited me to live there. The French Revolution started. I married Francois Tussaud, who was an engineer. We had 3 children. In 1802 I received permission from Napoleon to go to London, because I wanted to take my waxworks to England. I went round Britain and Ireland with 4-year-old-son and my shows were a great success. I never saw France and my husband again.

Director of Madame Tussauds: Marie Tussaud opened her exebition centre in London in 1835, and it has been the same place ever since. Marie died in 1850but her waxworks are still alive. Tussauds is now Lopndon’s most popular attraction. About 2 million people visit it every year. Today you will find models of well known sports personalities, musicians and film stars, statesmen from around the world and even the royal family. I’d like you to play the game: ‘’Guess the celebrity” I show you the photo and guess the name of celebrity.

TRAFALGAR SQUARE
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We are at Trafalgar Square in London. I’m a pigeon. There are a lot of us here. People often come and give us crumbs of bread. Trafalgar Square is a large public square. The central monument in the square is a single tall column on which the figure of Nelson stands gazing over London. Lord Horatio Nelson won against Napoleon’s navy at the battle of Trafalgar in 1805. His monument is surrounded by 4 big lions and a lot of large fountains. At Christmas Londoners see a large Christmas tree here. Trafalgar Square is also traditionally the place of celebrations for Londoners on New Year Eve.

TOWER BRIDGE AND LONDON BRIDGE
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1Tower Bridge is close to the Tower of London, which gives its name. The bridge consists of 2 towels which are tied together with 2 horizontal walkways. It is a moveable bridge. Nowadays it is only raised about 1000 times a year. Bridge lifts are pre-scheduled for cruise ships. Very often people mix Tower Bridge and London Bridge. They are different. Tower Bridge is bridge with towers and London bridge is very simple bridge which is the nearest to it.
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2 London Bridge is the first bridge that was made over the river Thames 2000 years ago. Wars, fires disasters destroyed it many times. First it was made of wood and clay, then-from stones and had20 arches. In 14th century there were many shops that sell gold and silver. Later it was built on another site north of the old one. Modern London Bridge was constructed im1972 from steel and iron. The history of  London bridge is described in a song ‘’London bridge is falling down’’

    THE LONDON EYE
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The London Eye is a big wheel that takes you 135 meters above London.  It’s the slowest big wheel in the world and the best Way to see the whole city. You can see for 40 kilometres   in all directions.

It’s the best way to observe famous buildings like St. Paul’s Cathedral, the Palace of Westminster.

BIG BEN
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Big Ben is the largest four-faced clock and it looks most spectacular

 at night when the clock faces are illuminated.  It celebrated its 150th anniversary in 2009.

The clock is famous for its reliability. In fact, Big Ben is the name   of one of the bells. It is situated by the Houses of Parliament.   The clock has become a symbol of United Kingdom.
