THE PROCEDURE OF THE LESSON

 GREETING

Teacher: Good morning pupils.

Pupils: Good morning teacher. 

T.: Are the lights on?

P-s: Yes, they are.

T.: Is the blackboard clean?

P-s: Yes, it is.

T.: Is there date on the blackboard?

P-S: Yes, there is.

T.: Is there any chalk?

P-s: Yes, there is.

T.: Are the pupils here?

P-s.: Yes, they are.

T.: Is the teacher here?

P-s: Yes, she is.

T.: Is it time to begin?

P-s: Yes, it is.

T.: Then, sit down and let’s begin.

TELLING THE THEME / WARMING-UP

T: Do you want to know the   theme of the lesson? 

P-s: Yes, we do.

T.: For this you have to solve the crossword. Look at the blackboard. What is it?

(The teacher shows the flashcards, pupils take turns to go to the blackboard and write the words)

T.: So the theme of our lesson is SHOPPING AND COOKING. 
WATCHING

T: Do you like going shopping? Oscar, Carmen and Lia like it too.

 Now open your pupil’s books at p.38 and look at ex.2. Read the two questions. Then watch the video and write the answers.
SCRIPT

Oscar: Hi, girls! What are you doing?
Lia: We’re shopping for Burns Night. You’re coming, right? It’s on Saturday.
Oscar: Burns Night? What’s that?
Lia: It’s a Scottish celebration. We celebrate Robert Burns’ birthday, the famous Scottish poet.
Carmen: Yes, we’re helping Lia’s mum to cook for it.
Lia: Now then, how much flour do we need?
Carmen: Oh! A lot! And we need a kilo of butter and we need six eggs for the biscuits.
Oscar: Shall I make the biscuits?
Carmen: Oh, no, it’s OK! I’m making the biscuits. I’m a vegetarian so I don’t eat anything with meat in it.
Oscar: What are we eating tomorrow? Beef, stake or lamb?
Lia: We’re having haggis, of course! It’s a traditional Scottish dish.
Oscar: Haggis? Is it a bird?
Lia: A bird? Oh, Oscar!
Pupils do the task individually teacher checks it.
T.: I’ve got a few questions for you.

   - What do they celebrate?

   - What is Burns Night?

   - Who is Robert Burns?

   - What is Haggis?

T.: Now let’s read the dialogue in roles. After that you’ll have to complete the sentences in ex. 4 at p. 39.

SPEAKING/WRITING
T.: Now it’s time to cook but before this we have to revise some rules. Look at the pictures and say what you should and shouldn’t do.
 The teacher shows the pictures, pupils say individually and chorally.  

P-s: 

· You should wash your hands before you eat.

· You shouldn’t eat a lot of sweets and chocolate.

· You shouldn’t eat late at night.

· You shouldn’t drink a lot of coffee.

· You should eat a lot of fruit and vegetables.

LISTENING/SPEAKING

T.: One more thing before cooking. Let’s check what we have in the fridge. Open your pupil’s books at p. 40 ex.8. Listen and put a tick or a cross. 

Tapescript:
David: Hello!

Sandra: Hi, David! It’s Sandra. I’m cooking dinner this evening. Can you tell me what we’ve got in the fridge?

David: Yes, of course.

Sandra: Are there any turnips?

David: No, but there are some mushrooms.

Sandra: Have we got any onions?

T.: Now, read the short dialogues in the examples. Then you ask and answer.

Don’t forget we use some in affirmative sentences and we use any in negative sentences and questions. This is our fridge. While checking we’re going to put the food into the fridge. 
In pairs, pupils ask and answer the questions about the food items in the pictures. They also put the pictures with food into the imaginary fridge on the blackboard. 
LISTENING/SPEAKING
T.: We may start cooking. Ex. 12 p. 45.  Listen and repeat then talk with your friend. 

In pairs, pupils act out similar dialogues using the prompts given and dialogue they listened to as a model.

P-s: - What shall I do with these?

       - Boil them first and then mash them.
       - What shall I do with these?

       - Wash them first and then chop them.

       - What shall I do with these?

       - Slice them first and then grill them.

       - What shall I do with these?

       - Wash them first and then bake them.
       - What shall I do with these?

       - Slice them first and then fry them.

READING 

Now it’s time to cook. Let’s read the recipe. But look, it’s not finished. A new task for us. 

Pupils read the recipe silently and fill in the gaps with the correct sentences. Then pupils take turns to read the text sentence by sentence. 

READING/WRITING TASK

Read, choose and fill in.

a) Finally, mash them and mix them very well together.

b) Then, boil the potatoes in one saucepan and the turnips in another.
