C1: Good evening, boys and girls! Good evening, dear guests!

C2:  Today we want to invite you to travel across… not small

C1:   But  Great…

C2:  and not parted…

C1:  but  United

C1, C2: Kingdom of GREAT BRITAIN!!!

C2: Here you can see the girls and the boys – brave, honest and clever. They decided to go and help the ROYAL FAMILY to find the stolen picture.
C1: They have united into two teams. They will have to go through different and not simple tasks. And only the team, which is the best, will get the picture and will save the country.

C2: So we have two teams and I want to introduce our honorable jury who will judge today’s contest: ……………………….

C1: Let’s start! The first stage is the TOWER BRIDGE.

C2: But it is guarded by a very dangerous and wise dragon and if you want to come across the bridge, you should show the dragon how clever you are. The captain of each team is to introduce his team, to tell the name, symbol and the motto of his team. 
C1: This team will be the first:  (presentation of the first team)

C1: Nice. Thank you. Now the second team: (presentation of the second team)

C2: Well done!!! Great! Now let’s listen to our jury. You have to give the points for presentation. The highest score of this task is three points. 

(the results of the first task )

C1: So, at last you arrived to the Houses of Parliament – the place of the House of Lords and the House of Commons. They like to ask each other different questions and now they want you to ask each other 5 questions about their Kingdom. Because only then they will give you the permission to go along ,otherwise they will punish you. Are you ready? 

C2: Let’s start! Our jury will put 2 points for each correct question and answer.

C1: Thank you, teams. Let’s ask our jury to announce the results of the second round. 

(the results of the second round)

C2: You have travelled a lot already. You have visited many cities. And I feel – you are tired, aren’t you? So, let’s rest for a little here near the mountain BEN NEVIS. And let’s recollect how many cities you have visited. On your desks you have envelopes with letters. Your task is to put the letters in the correct order and you will read the names of the biggest cities of the UK. When the team is ready the captain will raise his hand. 

C1: For each correct word you will get 1 point. While our teams are busy with their tasks, I suggest  listening to the poem “My heart in the Highlands”. 

(the results of the third round)

C2:  It’s nice that you know so many cities, but do you know what they are famous for? Let’s visit the BRITISH LIBRARY – the third largest library of the world. You have to match the names of the cities with their definitions . When the team is ready the captain will raise his hand. 

Oxford - There is the famous university in this city, of course. There is also a brilliant                           

               collection of art and archaeology in the museums of the city and university.

Salisbury - It has a beautiful cathedral. It is also near Stonehenge, a monument from the               

                  Stone Age. 

Stratford-upon-Avon - It is famous as the birthplace of Shakespeare. See a play at the Royal 

                                     Shakespeare Theatre next to the River Avon. 

 York- It is a beautiful old city. Go shopping for souvenirs. Visit the magnificent  

            cathedral, the excellent Railway Museum and the interesting Viking Museum.

Edinburgh - It is the capital of Scotland. There is a big castle in the centre. Every year there           

                    is an International Arts Festival there. 

Liverpool - Take a boat trip on the River Mersey. There is also a fantastic, modern cathedral. 

                   The city is the birthplace of The Beatles and a good place for Beatles' souvenirs.

Cambridge - This old town is on the River Cam. It is a famous university town. There are 

                     beautiful old buildings there. 

C1: And again we will ask our jury to help us. 

(the results of the fourth round)

C2: Our journey is coming to an end. At last we have come to  WESTMINSTER ABBEY, an old beautiful chapel. Many great Englishmen are buried here. 

C1: The  next round is called “the great leader competition”. The captains of the teams, come here, please. You have 2 min. to answer the questions . Do it as quickly as possible, if you don’t know the answer – say “NEXT”. So, let’s start! The first captain …

2 Who is the Queen of Great Britain?  (Elizabeth II) 

3 What is the national sport game in England? (Cricket) 

4 What is the population of the UK? (56mln) 

5 What is the symbol of Great Britain? (a lion) 

6 What is the highest mountain?  (Ben Nevis) 

7 What is the oldest University?  (Oxford) 

8 The UK consists of ….( England, Scotland , Wales and Northern Ireland  ) 

9 A traditional English dish is … (an English roast beef and Yorkshire pudding )

10 Which river flows through London? (Thames) 

11 What is the capital of Scotland? (Edinburgh)

12 What is the symbol of Scotland? (thistle )

C2 : I’m proud of you. But we have the other leader. Let’s  see  what he knows about  the UK .

QUESTIONS:

1 What is the birthplace of Shakespeare? (Stratford –upon – Avon)

2 What is the symbol of Wales? (Dragon) 

3  What was Alfred the Great? (The King)

4 What is the area of the UK? (Over 244,000 sq km) 

5 What is the symbol of England? (Rose) 

6 What is the longest river? (The Severn)

7 What is the longest bridge? (The Humber Bridge)

8 The Parliament of the UK consists of two Houses. …. (The House of Lords, the House of Commons)

C1 : It seems to me both captains are worth to be called “A great leader “ . Let’s ask our jury to define the winner.

( the results of the 5th round)

C2:  At last we have come to the castle of DARK KNIGHT . It is he who has stolen the picture from Buckingham Palace. And you have to return it back to the Royal Family. This knight gave us the letter with a story about the BEATLES ( he is crazy about them)and your task is to listen to it very carefully and remember all the information . 
BEATLES.

On Wednesday 24th October 1962, “ Love me do “ entered the British Top Thirty. It was the first single record by an unknown group from Liverpool called the Beatles. It was the first of a number of big hits that would make John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and RingoStarr the most successful pop group the world has ever known. However, the road to success was not always easy. John and Paul spent many afternoons listening to American stars like Chuck Berry and Elvis Presley before they were able to write the famous Lennon and McCartney songs. One of the most important people at the start of their career was Brain Epstein, a Liverpool record-dealer. During the 1960s the Beatles were always in the news headlines. John once suggested that the Beatles were better known than Jesus Christ. This caused hundreds of young Americans to burn their Beatle records. After a decade of successful music and films, the Beatles finally decided to break up. Although many fans hoped there would be a reunion in 1970s, this became impossible with the tragic murder of John Lennon in New York in 1980.

C1 : This round requires the work of all the members of the team. Go in front of the class and face the jury. I will tell you some statements and if they are wrong all the members of the team should raise their fingers to their lips and if they are true – you are to jump. But do it simultaneously, because even if one member of the team is wrong you will not get a score.

C1: It was really-really great – Going place in Britain. And it is a little sad that it is the end. But I hope you will never forget your traveling across the Tower Bridge, your resting near Ben Nevis, your sitting in the British Library and speaking with leaders in Westminster Abbey.
