Objectives:

· to systemize students’ knowledge on the theme; 

· to develop students’ speaking, reading and writing skills through various creative activities;

· to develop students’ quick reaction and ability to select necessary words;

· to broaden students’ knowledge about Britain.

Technical Appliances: a tape-recorder.

Procedure

T. Good afternoon pupils. Very glad to see you again. How are you on a fine afternoon like this?

P. We are fine, thank you.

T. Wish something pleasant to each other.

P. Be happy, be healthy, be strong, be wealthy, may all your dreams come true, be merry, good luck, have a lot of sunny days, have a lot of joy, have good results at school, have a lot of good friends, be polite in everything you do, remember always to say “please” and don’t forget “Thank you”.

T. I see you are very polite. I am also sure you are thirsty for knowledge, aren’t you?

T. Are you ready to work?

P. Yes, we do. 

T. I’m happy to hear this. Let’s get started. So we are in our English lesson and I am going to use only English. I’m sure you will join me. But why do you study English? Is it important to know English nowadays?

T. When people travel they need some information in order not to have problems. So imagine that we arrived to London. We are at the airport. We see a lot of signs everywhere. You can manage much better if you understand the signs that you read around you. One of you will be our guide at the airport and give us some information about the signs.

P. Attention, please. Look at these signs. They are useful and it's necessary to know them.
DO YOU KNOW THE SIGNS?
Entrance. If you want to get somewhere, look for this sign.

Exit. This sign shows how to get out.

Telephone. If you are not the happy owner of a cell telephone and you have to make some calls look for this sign.

Information. Here you can get information on travel, accommodation, events and entertain​ment.

No smoking. I think there is no need to explain. It means "No smoking".

Meeting Point. The airport is rather big. It's very easy to get lost. If it happens, go straight to the meeting point.

Exchange. In the exchange office you can get British currency. Be sure to check in advance the rate of exchange.

Cafe. I suppose this sign is international. You can get some food or at least a glass of mineral water there.

Baggage Claim. This sign shows "Baggage Claim".

Souvenirs. If you want to buy some souvenirs, look for this sign.              

Checkroom. Here you can leave your things to the check-room attendant.

First Aid. You can get first aid there.

Taxi. It's easy to find the way to the taxi rank with the help of this sign. Look for the signs and you won't have problems at the airport. At least you'll be able to find your way out. 

T. Thank you. I hope this knowledge will be very useful for you.

• 886 King Alfred the Great united England. He captured London from the Danes and made it capital of his kingdom.

• 1666 The Fire of London destroyed much of the city. The reconstruction was organised by the architect Christopher Wren who designed St Paul's Cathedral.
 • 1850 By the middle of the nineteenth century, London was the largest city in the world and the most important port. In this period it was famous for its terrible pollution.

• 1939-45 In World War II, London was seriously damaged by German bombing.

• 1980 In the last twenty years, the old port area has been rebuilt. There are big, new skyscrapers and the Millennium Dome, the largest dome in the world, which was finished in 1999. In 2000 it held the millennium exhibition.

T. There is one more interesting episode in the history of London. It is Guy Fawkes' Night. Listen to the story.

The Story of Guy Fawkes and Guy Fawkes' Night
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On 5 November 1605 Guy Fawkes and some other men wanted to blow up the king, James I, and the Houses of Parliament, in London. But they were not blown up.
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A letter was found from one of the men, Francis Tresham, to one of his family. The letter said 'Don't go to the Houses of Parliament on 5 November'.
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Because of the letter, Fawkes, Tresham and the others were caught and the king and

the Houses of Parliament were not blown up.
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We celebrate this every year in Britain when 'guys' are made. A mask is bought or made for the guy's face and an old jacket and some old jeans or trousers are used as a costume for the guy.

Then, on the evening of 5 November, all the guys are put on bonfires in the garden.
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But Guy Fawkes, the man, was not burnt like the guys. He and Tresham and the others were cut into four pieces.
