Pupil 1. This is Polly the parrot. He is very colourful and pretty. I clean my parrot’s cage every day and give him fresh seeds and water. He likes green leafy vegetables too. He likes to look at himself in the thin mirror which is in his cage. He speaks to his image in the mirror.

Pupil 2. My hamster is clean, friendly and fat. It likes to eat bread, nuts, fruit and vegetables. Its cage should be kept out of bright light. My little hamster squeaks at me whenever I pass its cage.  

Pupil 3. My Goldfish doesn’t need much care. I keep its water clean and feed it a tiny bit of fish food or breadcrumbs once a day. And this is Pantodon or fish-butterfly. Africa is its Motherland. Its favourite food is an alive fly. This fish likes to jump out of water, so it is necessary to cover an aquarium with a piece of glass.

Pupil 4. I have a big friendly Collie rough dog. It has long, thick and straight hair of brown and white colour. Its fur forms a collar on its neck. It has a remarkably narrow head with clever eyes and hanging ears which gives it an intelligent look. It leaks my nose each morning to wake me up. And I give it my love too.

Cock: Thank you very much. That’s very kind of you. (He turns to the right). Oh, I say. Look over there. That’s a dog. It is coming here. Dogs like tasty breakfasts, too. Ask the dog to come to your house for breakfast. Don’t you think that’s a good idea, Fox?

Fox (greatly frightened): A dog? You say a dog is coming? Then good-bye. I’m going. My breakfast will be ready now, and I’m hungry.
