Objectives:

                                P R O C E D U R E

I. Warming-up

T: Today we are going to speak about one of the greatest treasures in the world. Try to guess what it is. It has no mouth, but speaks, it is not alive, but it can be a good friend. It is not a tree, but it has leaves. What is it?

P1: It is a book.

T: Right, it is a book. A wise man said, “Life without books is like a tree without leaves”. How do you understand this quotation?

P2: I think life without books looks as poor and unhappy as a tree without leaves.

T: I agree with you. Now let’s grow our “book-tree”.

           Group work

           Group 1.

       What can teachers do to make teenagers read more?

        Phrases to use: to arouse pupils’ interest; to give different tasks; to persuade pupils; to tell them about the books; to expand their outlook; to make them think; to solve life problems; to learn more about the world.

           Possible answer

       Teachers can make teenagers read more by different means. They can give them different tasks, such as to read the story, to retell it, to learn the poem by heart, to write a composition, to write a poem and so on. They can persuade pupils that reading is important because it expands outlook, it makes us think, it can help to solve some life problems, learn more about countries and people, about the world and life as a whole. They also can tell interesting stories to arose their interest.

            Group 2.

      What can parents do to make teenagers read more?

       Phrases to use: to start a tradition; to discuss books; to make children read; to collect books at home; to persuade children with the help of proverbs.

           Possible answer

      Parents are the best friends for their children. So they have great opportunities to make them read more. They can persuade them with the help of the proverbs, such as “ Books are our best friends”, “Choose an author as you choose a friend”, “Treat books with care as good friends”. Parents can start a tradition in the family to read books together, to discuss them, to visit the places where great Ukrainian and Russian writers lived, to buy different computer programmes. They can collect books at home and help their children to choose the right book And they can simply make them read books.

            Group 3.

       What can teenagers do to make themselves read more?

        Phrases to use: to play a great role in the development of people’s values; to be well-informed; to enrich one’s intellect, outlook.

           Possible answer

      Teenagers should understand that reading plays a great role in the development of people’s values, especially the values of teenagers. Reading is a source of education and pleasure. We should read books to be well-informed. It enriches our intellect, outlook. Nowadays reading becomes less popular among teenagers. We think that modern writers have to write books with interesting story lines; they can write books about teenagers and their problems in  the modern society. But nowadays computers replace books. Computers are the most popular entertainment in teenager’s life today.

         T: It’s time to finish our lesson. I hope you like the way you have worked today. What can I add before saying “Goodbye “ to you? We should bear in our mind that books are the most precious thing in the world.
