Mother Teresa

She was born in Scopje, in Yugoslavia, in 1910. Her family were all Albanian, but she said: “ the people of the world are my people”. She first went to Ireland as a young nun when she was eighteen and learned English. After that she went to India. They called her Teresa after Saint-Therese. She lived in a convent and taught Indian young girls. One day in 1946 on a train to Darjeeling, a  voice inside her said: “ you must left the convert and help the poorest people in India”. She bought a cheapest sari in the market. Her Archbishop blessed it and she started to work in Calcutta. Soon many others joined her. They called themselves the Missionaries of Charity. All her life she has been helping everyone who is ill, dirty, poor or, dying. She loved them all. In 1979 she won the Nobel Peace Prize. She says: “to feel, no one wants you; to feel no one loves you… that is the worst sickness in life”.


In 1948 she left her convent and went to a hospital in Patna. Hospital workers were glad to have her help. At first, she held the hand of sick or dying people, Soon, however, she learnt to do more. She studied nutrition, learnt the uses of different medicines.


Later on she created a school for poor children and then in 1952 – the Nirmal Hriday home for Dying Distitutes.
