Marks for the lesson.
    Hello dear friends! Today in our radio-view "On the waves of memory" we will talk about best hits of privies years which our guests: famous musicians and teachers of music like very much. Also they tell us about their famous singers and about their favourite songs
So, as you know people can not imagine their life without music. We listen to music, dance to music or learn to play musical instruments. Music has become the part of our life. There is music everywhere: at home, in a concert hall, in the park, at the seaside, in the forest and even in the street, on radio and TV. Music is a word whose accepted definitions vary with time, place and culture. In the ancient world it was thought to be a magic, the voice of gods.
Music is not a combination of pleasant sounds only. It is said to be an art, or form of entertainment, which reflects our life. It is also can be defined by contrast with noise or speech. Generally it is a kind of art, because music reflects people's ideas and emotions. In this world, filled with conflicts, tragedies, joys and hopes, music strives to speak to people of what is most important, urgent and poignant.
Different people like different kinds of music or different genres of music. The most popular genres of music today are rock, metal, disco, pop-music, rave, hip hop, new age. You may prefer pop or rock music country or folk music, classical music or jazz, but you certainly cannot think of a day without music. Due to the technological progress the major part of music produced today can be classified as electronic music. It is a loose term for music created using electronic equipment.
Now let's talk  more concrete about famous singers and beloved songs  of our guests. Lets start from famous Bodnar Yriy. His beloved type of music is jazz. And now he will tell us about it and his famous singer.
   In the southern states of the USA at the beginning of the 20th century developed a type of western music — jazz. Jazz is the art of expression set to music. Jazz is said to | be the fundamental rhythms of human life and man's contem-i porary reassessment of his traditional values. Volumes have been written on the origins of jazz based on black American life-styles. The early influences of tribal drums and the development of gospel, the blues and field hollers seems to point out that jazz has to do with human survival and the expression of life.
Jazz functions as popular art and has enjoyed periods of fairly widespread public response, in the «jazz age» of the 1920s, in the swing era of the late 1930s and in the peak popularity of modern jazz in the late 1950s. The cradle city of jazz was New Orleans. On July 4,1900 was born Louis Armstrong, one of the most famous and  best-loved jazz musician of all times. Louis Armstrong did a great deal to popularize jazz. When he was 16 he got his first real job. He also began to play with Fate Marble and learned how to read music well. In 1924 Armstrong got his own band and some of the best music he ever played was recorded during this period. The world will never forget the musician who did so much to make people happy.
And now let's listen one of his famous song "Go down, Moses".
   It was a trip to USA at the beginning of the 20th century. And now lets travel to Great Britain and listen to its music. Some new facts about British music and one of the best singers of the time will tell us Oksana Zatylna.
As you know British music has spread all over the world Singers and musicians are the new idols of millions of teenagers and young people, who try to copy them in the way they dress, walk, cut their hair and even in the way they sing. The names pop (short for popular), rock, punk (short for punk rock, a style of rock music, characterized by aggressive performance), acid rock music are of English origin Among the most famous English pop and rock stars are the Beatles, the Queen, the Rolling Stones, the Pink Hoyd, the Genesis, Phil Collins, Elton John, David Bowie, Sting and many other famous names. The four boys from Liverpool, known to everybody as the Beatles, gave the start to English pop music. They were a symbol for the young generation of the 1960s, who were rebelling against the old traditional ideals. The members of the group, who started in 1961, were John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison, Ringo Starr. With their records and their conceits,
attended by thousands of young fans, they became millionaires and also received an award from Queen Elizabeth П. - The Beatles composed several songs of social criticism and one of them is "Yesterday"(1965). So let's listen to it.
But in 1967 their manager, Brian Epstein, died and the group started to have problems. In 1970 they split up and each member continued playing separately but still successfully. In 1980 John Lennon, who was then living in the USA, was killed by a mad man Mark Chapman in Central Park in New York In the last years of his life John Lennon took very strong positions against war and for peace. One of the most famous songs he wrote on this subject is "Imagine", the lyric talk about a dream of peace and brotherhood The song ''Imagine" is playing.  And now let's move to the next very popular group in 70th it is of course ABBA rrrouf-studio we have person which likes ABBA very much And now Natalia Kovalchuk will tell us something interesting from their creative work.
  This is a Sweden group which was formed around 1970 by Bjorn Ulvaeus, Benny Andersson, Agnetha Falkstog and Anni-Frid Lyngstad. They became widely known when they won the 1974 Euro vision. By 1978 ABBA was a mega group.
But soon both Agnetha and Frida went on to have some solo success after ABBA split — Frida with Phil Collins produced album Something's Going On, and Agnetha returning to her solo career with Wrap Your Arms Around Me. Both were moderately successful. Both persevered with further releases in the 80s, but eventually decided to retire.
But for our time a lot of their songs still popular and now listen to one of our beloved songs it is "Money, money, money".
The next our guest Kuharenko Snigana will tell us about her famous and well known group "Queen".
So, few bands embodied the pure excess of the 1970s like Queen Queen's music created a huge mock-operative sound with guitars and vocals. For years, their albums had a motto: "no synthesizers were used on this record". But vocalist Freddie Mercury brought a new sense of camp to the group, pushing them towards humor and pseudo-classical arrangements, as in their well-known song "Bohemian Rhapsody". Freddie Mercury is one of the most dynamic and charismatic singers in rock history. Through his legendary theatrical performances, Queen became one of the most popular groups in the world in 1970s- 1980s. Queen's music could be heard in several generations of rock and hard rock groups. Listen to song of all generations Queen's 'Bohemian Rhapsody".
Really I fell myself as I travel to that 60th and 70th in which lived ABBA, Beatles Queens. But now let's have a trip to not so tar 90th and listen about singers which one of our guests likes very much. So Zvarych Victoria about whom you would like to tell us today.7 I want to tell you about my favorite group which still conquers a lot of girl's hearts. It is Backstreet Boys. This group was formed in 1993 in Orlando, USA. Nick Caner and Kevin Richardson were the leaders of the group. Their debut song "Tell me that I am dreaming" became a big hit. This group became famous in Europe in 1997. Backstreet Boys won the MTV award as the best group of the year. In August 1997 the group produced their first album, including such hits as "Everybody", "Quiet playing games" "As long as you love me". In May 1999 Backstreet Boys produced their second album "Millennium". A great number of copies were sold out. And now listen one of their best songs "Show me the meaning of being lonely".
From UAS lets travel to Canada where lives-singer which has millions of fans. About her will tell us one of her fans Tania Voloschenko.
Millions of fans in Canada and abroad recently shared a moment of sadness as Celine Dion announced her retirement. Dion needs a rest after a non-stop career that gave her an international fame and popularity. Celine Dion was bom in 1968 in Canada. She started singing at the age of five. In 1982 Dion won the recognition and soon became famous in her native Quebec. Celine's celebrity status only continued through 1997, as did records sales and her personal wealth, with the famous songs "Falling into you" and "Let's talk about love", which sold a great number of copies and gave her another Grammy award. "MY HEART WILL GO ON" is a beautiful song from one of the biggest Hollywood historical dramas "TITANIC". The love theme from the tragic film touched hearts of millions young people world-wide. "TITANIC" became the most famous and the most popular film of all times. This film achieved a world-wide fame and won 11 Oscars in 1998. Celine Dion's song "My heart will
go on" became a huge hit and got an international fame and popularity. Over 100 million copies of this album were sold.
Listen to that famous Dion's song which brought her such success.
And in the end Jenia Levchenko will tell us about her idol - Whitney Houston.
Whitney Houston was born on August 9,1963 in New Jersey, USA. Whitney was a very capable girl and at the age of five she started singing. In 1987 her three top songs "Saving all my love for you", "How will 1 know", "The greatest love for you" became very famous. More than 10 million copies of this album were sold out. In 1987 her new song "I want to dance with somebody" became popular also. In 1992 Whitney Houston filmed with a Hollywood superstar Kevin Costner in a Hollywood drama film "Bodyguard". "Bodyguard " became a huge hit and had a great success all over the world. "I will always love you" is a beautiful song from this film. "Bodyguard" achieved a world-wide fame and became the most popular film in 1992. Whitney Houston's song " I will always love you" became a big hit and got an international fame and popularity.
And now listen to the song which Whitney Houston sings with a famous Spanish singer- Enrique Iglesias -"Could I have this kiss forever".
