Objectives: 
- to revise and enlarge pupils’ vocabulary on the topic “Our school                                                   things”.
- to practice dialogue speaking skills.
- to practice using this/that/these/those.
- to improve pupils reading skills.
- to develop logical thinking.
Materials:

Flashcards 1-10
CD and CD player
                                          Procedure
I Greeting
Pupils stand and sing a song “Good morning…”(any variant of this song).
T.: How are you?
P.: I’m fine. Thank you. How are you?
T.: I’m great. 
P-s: I’m bad. I’m ill.
        I’m wonderful. I’m in a good mood.
        I’m terrific.
        I’m so so. I want to sleep.
        I’m great. I like English.
II Warmer
Energize the class by singing the “Welcome” song(P. b.-p. 4  CD10). Pupils sing and do their actions.
Song actions.
Welcome back to all our friends-- wave 
Fun and learning never end!-- punch the air 
Welcome back, it’s a happy day--wave and smile
A day for play!--jump in the air
III Main part
1. Actualize the lexical material on the topic “Our  school things” using flashcards 1-10
•T. holds up the cards one at a time  and says the words for children to repeat.
•T. plays the recording, children listen and chant. CD 7.
•Game “Music cards”
T. hands the flashcards out of different children around the class. They pass the cards to children next to them around the class while the music is playing. T. stops music suddenly. She asks the children who are holding flashcards, what’s this? to elicit the words. Play the music and continue in this way 3 times.
2. Grammar. Using this/that/these/those.
T. points to the objects around the room or on the table and asks different children to make sentences using this/that/these/those.
e. g.
P-s.: This is a table.
These are pencils.
Those are pictures.
That is a board.
3. Dialogue speaking.
T. asks children to turn to the story on page 8  of  their   P. b.
•T. plays the recording, pausing after each line the text for children to repeat.
•The class is divided into groups of three to play the parts of Rosy Tim and Miss Jones. They come to the front of the class to act out the story.
  4. Relaxation.
Children sing and do the song “What’s in the classroom?”(P. b.-Ex 6 p. 10 CD10)
Song actions
What’s in the classroom?--raise hands as if asking a question
Verse 1--points to posters and pictures on the wall and mime opening a book
Verse 2--mime opening a drawer, then a cupboard 
Verse 3--point to door and a window, then a table and a chair
Verse 4--Point to pegs and mime hanging up a coat
                               II Variant
T. gives flashcards 1-10 to different children. T. plays the recording. When pupils hear their words mentioned, they hold their cards in the air.
5. Skills time! Reading (P. b.-Ex. 2 p. 12)
Pre-reading
T. points to the picture of the boy at the top of the text and explains that his name’s Peter. T. asks children to look at the pictures.
T.: What do you think the text is about?(Peter is describing his school.)
T. encourages children to make predictions about Peter’s school.
e.g. There are pictures in the classroom.
       There are boys and girls in the class.
Reading for gist
T.: You are going to hear a recording. It doesn’t matter if you don’t understand every word but you should look for words you know. And try to understand what the text is about. Children listen to the recording and follow the text. T. plays recording a second time and answers any questions children have. T. asks some simple comprehension questions to ensure they have understood the general points. 
e.g. What school does Peter go to?
      What’s in the classroom?
      Does Peter like his school?
Reading for details 
T. writes the questions on the board:
Where’s Peter’s classroom?
What class is Peter in?
How many boys and girls are there in his class?
What’s teacher’s name?
Is there a swimming pool?
T. goes through the comprehension activity with the class so that the children know what information to look for. T. gives them time to read the text again to find answers.
T.: Where’s Peters classroom? Look at picture 2.
P-s look for the sentence “Our classroom is upstairs”.
T. helps pupils to work out the meaning of the new works. She raises her hand showing where their own classroom is and says “Your classroom is upstairs. Our English classroom is downstairs”. What does it mean “upstairs”?
P-s: На верхньому поверсі
T.: What class is Peter in?
P-s: He’s in the class 3C
T.: Is his classroom big? 
P-s look for the sentence “It’s very big and bright” and answer “Yes, it is”.
T.: Is it bright?
Pupils don’t know the word “bright”
T.: Is it sunny in the Peter’s classroom?
P-s:  Yes, it is. “Bright” means світлий. (T. helps them if it is necessary.)
T.: How many boys and girls are in the class 3C?
P-s: There are 12 girls and 14 boys.
T.: Look at the picture 6. Is there a swimming pool in Peter’s school?
P-s: Yes, there is.
T.: What does it mean “Swimming pool?”
P-s: Басейн.
T. writes the new words on the board. Pupils write down them in their    vocabularies .T. checks pupils’ comprehension the text. Pupils read the text again and circle the correct words (P. b.-Ex 3 p. 12)
e.g 1. Where is Peter’s classroom? upstairs/downstairs.
     2. What class is Peter in? 3C/Orange Park
Then they read the answers and check themselves.
IV Home assignment
T.: Peter asks you to read this text again using CD14 and learn the new words. 
T. writes on the board:
P. b. Ex. 3 p. 12-read and learn the new words
