Procedure

I Greeting 

T.: Good morning children!

P-s.: Good morning teacher!

T.: How are you today?

P-s.: I’m great. I’m in a good mood.

        I’m special. I’m very slow.

        I’m optimistic. I think everything will be O. K.

        I’m cold.

        I’m interested. I’m interested in English.

        I’m bad. I’m tired.

       I’m wonderful. I like English.

II Warming up

T.: Now, give me the short answers.  

     Is the weather fine today?

P-s.: Yes, it is.

T.: Have you got four lessons today?

P-s.: No we haven’t.

T.: Can you sing and dance?

P-s.: Yes, we can.

T.: Do you like the poem “Professions”?
P-s.: Yes, we do.

III Main part 
1. Actualize the lexical material on the topic “Places”
● T. holds up the cards one at a time and says the words for children to repeat.

● T. plays the recording, children listen and chant. CD 89

● Game “Whispers”

T. arranges children into groups of at least six. She shows a flashcard to the first child in each group. This child whispers the word to the child next to him/her. Children continue whispering the word to the final child. The final child says the word aloud, and the first child holds up the flashcard to see whether the word and the flashcard are the same.

2. Writing
● game “Bingo”

T. asks children to draw a grid, three by three (or three by two) squares. In each of the squares they write a different word from the vocabulary “Places” they are studying. T. calls out words from the vocabulary set in any order. The children cross off the words in their grids as they hear them. The first child to complete a line of three shouts Bingo! T. corrects the mistakes in pupils’ grids.

3. Physical warm-up

4. Dialogue speaking. CD 88

There is a poster 9 with a dialogue on the board. T. plays the recording, pausing after each line the text for children to repeat. The class is divided into groups of three to play the parts of Tim, Tim’s friend and Tim’s mum. They come to the front of the class to act out the story using the poster 9 as a prompt.

Tim’s friend: My dad’s a policeman. 

Tim: Where does he work?

Tim’s friend: He works in a police station.

Tim: Does your grandma work?

Tim’s friend: No, she doesn’t. Does your mum work?

Tim: Yes, she does. She works in a shop.

Tim’s friend: There are lots of cakes here, Tim.

Tim: Yes, I know. My mum works in a cake shop!
Mum: Have a cake, boys. 
Tim: Oh! Thank you.
Tim’s friend: Fantastic!

5. Relaxation

T.: I see, you are tired. Let’s have a rest.

6. Listening and reading 
T.: Open your books Ex. 2 p.64. Listen to the recording and follow the text.
 T. stops the recording for children to repeat. Children read the text “She works at a zoo!”

T.: Where does your mother/ father work?

P-1: My mum works in a hospital. She is a doctor.
P-2: My father works in a fire station. He is a firefighter.
P-3: My mum works in a shop. She is a seller.     etc.
T.: When does she/he get up?

When does she/he go home?

(Children answer the questions. They make up their sentences in the Present Simple tense, the 3d person singular).
7. Pronunciation practice
T.: teaches the sound [ei] using the phonics cards. (appendix-1) She holds up phonics card 24 and elicits the word Cat.
T.: What’s the sound?

P-s |æ|

Then T. holds up card 25 and says the word lake and the sound |ei| for children to repeat in chorus. T. says cat and lake several times so that children can hear the two different vowel sounds. 
. T. points to the magic e and moves her finger back to the a as you do so. Then T. repeats with the rest of the cards. She holds up each card in turn and says the words for children to repeat. Children look for the sound |ei| in a chant. CD 2 p. 63 and circle the letters ate, ake, ace. Finally, they chant the poem CD 92 and clap their hands, when they hear the sound |ei|.

8. Skills time! Writing    Ex. 3 p.65.

T. copies the example sentence from the Class Book onto the board.

 T. invites a child to come and circle the commas. She invites the second child to come and underline the word and. Then T. writes some of  her own sentences on the board. 
e.g. I like  cheese, apples and bread.

Individual children come and circle the commas and underline the word and in each one. Children look at the exercise in their books, circling the commas and underlining the and in each sentence. T. monitors the activity and helps where necessary. T. goes through the answers with the class.
