                        FIND A PARTNER
GROUP WORK

Students work in two groups: Group1 and Group2. Each student gets one picture from the following set. (See the next page). Pictures in each group are the same. Students from Group1 remain on their seats. Students from Group2 go around the class and ask students from Group1 questions about the activities in their pictures, using time expressions from the cards, e.g. Do you go to the swimming pool on Mondays? If the answer is negative, they go to the next student. If the answer is positive, they must ask about the other activity in the picture. The aim of the task is to find the person who has the same picture. When students find their partner they sit down together.

                                   MONICA’S BIRTHDAY

PAIR WORK

Each pair gets a set of pictures. (See the next page). Students must arrange the pictures into a story. First students look at the pictures and suggest some verbs and phrases they think can be used to tell the story. The teacher writes their ideas on the board. E.g. birthday, birthday presents, friends, chocolate cake, sitting room, kitchen, tea, box, dog, mouth

Telephone, visit, open, put, make tea, come back, want, eat, look around, empty, surprised.

Then students arrange their pictures into a story using the words on the board and their own ideas. They don’t have to use all the words on the board, and they can use some of them more than once. They can also add more details if they want. And there can be more than one version of the story. Then pairs present their stories and all the students vote for the best story.

                            MR. LAKE AND MR. RIVER

PAIR WORK

Students work n pairs. Each pair of students gets either two Cards A or two Cards B. (See the next page). Students write questions for the missing information. Then the students are mixed so that there is one Card A and one Card B in each pair. Students ask each other questions, exchanging the missing information and complete the text. Then some students read out the completed text. You can ask the students to think about the end of the story.
       WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO ON SATURDAY?

ROLE PLAY
Each student gets one role card. (See the next page). Students are members of different families. They walk around the classroom and ask questions to find other members of their family. When they group together as families, they ask the other members of the families what they are going to do on Saturday. Representatives of each family tell the whole class what everybody in their family is going to do on Saturday.

                                       BE A DETECTIVE!

ROLE PLAY     
Each student gets a copy of the questionnaire and one role card. (See the next page).The students are detectives and they are going to carry out an investigation. Students read the information on their role cards and write their own names in the appropriate places on the questionnaire. Then they walk around the class asking and answering questions. E.g. Have you ever fed an elephant? Yes, I have/ No, I haven’t. I have never fed an elephant. 
If the answer is ‘Yes’ the student writes the partner’s name next to the appropriate item in the questionnaire. The student who completes the questionnaire first wins the title of the best detective in the class.

                   MAKE UP A SENTENCE

GAME
Students work in groups. Each group gets a set of cards. (See the next page). They shuffle the cards and put them in a pile face down. Then they take turns to choose a card from the pile and make sentences in the Present Perfect with just and yet about the pictures. Students score one point for one correct sentence. If the sentence is incorrect, another student tries to make a sentence. The game goes on until all the cards are used. Students who get most points are the winners.

                    WHAT WAS BEN DOING?
PAIR WORK

Student A gets a copy of Part A and student B gets a copy of Part B. (See the next page). The task is to find the missing information about what Ben was doing yesterday by asking questions based on the illustrations, e.g. ‘What was Ben doing at nine o’clock?’ ‘He was having breakfast.’ Students are to write in the missing information. When they complete the task, they can compare their cards with another pair of students.   

                         CARD GAME

Students work in small groups. Each group gets a set of cards. (See the next page). Students put the cards face down. There are sentences on the cards but some of them are not correct. Students take turns to take one card from the file, read the sentence and decide whether it’s correct or not. If they think it’s correct, they keep the card. If they think it’s incorrect, they put it back into the pile. Students go on playing until there are no more cards in the pile or until they decide that there are no more correct sentences in the pile. Then the teacher tells which sentences are incorrect and the students score one point for each correct sentence and subtract one point for each incorrect sentence. Then 

                             FIND MY HOUSE

Each student gets a copy of a card with pictures and one information card. (See the next page). In the picture card they can see people who live at Park Road. They usually do many interesting things but tonight they all are watching TV. The students must find out who lives in each house (1-4), what they do in their free time and what TV programme they are watching now. Students first write three pieces of information they have on their own information card under the appropriate picture. Then they walk around the class asking and answering questions to find out the rest information. When they finish some students report to the class on what they learnt. E.g. Emma lives at number 3. She usually talks on the phone but now she is watching a soap.  
                            HARRY’S DIARY

Each student gets a copy of a page from Harry’s diary. (See the next page). They have to complete his diary for a week. Each student has one piece of information in his card. To complete the diary students walk around the classroom asking questions, giving answers and making notes. When the missing information is completed students are back at their desks. The teacher asks questions, e.g. “What are Harry’s plans for the weekend?”, “What’s he doing on Tuesday?” 

MAKE A STORY

Students are divided into groups of three. Each group gets a set of 18 cards. (See the next page). Each card contains a sentence from the story. The students are going to put the story into the correct order. This can be done as a race. Than the students who order the story first read it.
THE BEST CASTLE

Students are divided into groups of three. Each student gets a card with a castle. 

(See the next page). The students are told they are kings or queens and that’s his or her castle. They have to discuss whose castle is bigger, more expensive or more beautiful, using the comparatives, superlatives or other expressions. They also have to find similarities between the castles. They shouldn’t show their cards to others, they should boast a lot. As a follow-up, students may roleplay the discussions in front of the class.
                                                 A QUEUE

The whole class is involved. The students are told they must find their place in a bus queue. Each student gets a card which describes what the people in front of him and behind of him are doing. (See the next page). Each student must find his place in the queue. So the students move around the class and either “act” their own activity or ask each other questions about their activity. When students have finished, the teacher checks if they are standing in the correct order asking some of them what they are doing.
                             AUCTION
Pair work
Each student gets a copy of the auction sheet. (See the next page.) Students have a budget of $5000 and they have to buy as many sentences as possible and spend as little money as possible. The minimum price of a sentence is $100. Some sentences are correct and some aren’t.  If a student buys a sentence with a mistake he loses money. The teacher reads a sentence and students in pairs discuss if they want to buy the sentence. If the sentence is bought, the teacher tells if it’s right or not and therefore if students lose or keep their money. It may happen that the students don’t want to buy some of the sentences. In this case move on to another sentence. The winner is the pair which bought the biggest number of correct sentences and spent the least money.
