Objectives: 

- to practice speaking skills, to encourage communication and exchanging opinions on the topic;
- to develop critical thinking, creative skills, ability to express thoughts logically;
-  to encourage students to work in groups;

Equipment: a tape recorder, handouts, big sheets of paper, felt pens, posters with ads, a book ‘New Opportunities’ intermediate.
PROCEDURE

I. Introduction.
T: Hello everybody! How are you? I hope, you are OK.

And now please, look at the blackboard (the blackboard is decorated with different ads, the quotation is at the top. See appendix 3.) and guess the topic of our lesson. Well, any ideas? What can you see on the board?
P: Adverts, we’ll talk about advertising, I think.

T: Right, today we’ll talk about adverts. By the way, do you know that advertising dates back to ancient times? The first adverts were drawings on the walls in ancient Egypt. There were even political ads at that time. Later there were “street callers”, they used to walk along the streets and shout about different products. Advertising in the modern sense appeared in the 17th century in England. At that time newspapers began publishing adverts. The first advertising company appeared in Philadelphia in 1841. And now we cannot imagine our life without advertisements.
II. Warm-up. T: Well, where can we find different ads?
P: Everywhere: on TV and the radio, in papers, magazines, and just in the streets. 
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T: Right. Very often you can see people distributing adverts in the streets. Have you ever got an ad in the street? What was it about? Did you buy the thing on the ad?
P: Yes, once I got an advert about cameras. I showed it to my parents and we bought a new digital camera. There was a discount.
T: Well, every thing has something good and something bad, its pros and cons. What about ads? What is good about them? Please, tell and then write your ideas here.
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T: And now what are bad things about adverts.
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III.  Main  part
