· to expand students’ knowledge on the topic;

PROCEDURE

I. INTRODUCTION. WARMING UP.

     T: Hello, everybody! How are you? I hope OK. Today we are going to travel to some famous, interesting places. There are a lot of such places in the world, aren’t there? And I’m sure you know some of them.

Brainstorming.

      T: So, now I want you to write down  your ideas on these cards and then we’ll pin them on the board. (Children write the names of places they know and pin them on the board. If they don’t mention the places which are going to be discussed at the lesson, the teacher writes them him/herself. This will arouse pupils’ interest. Include the places from your region.)

 T: Very nice! And now look at the places of interest on the board and try to remember what you know about them. 

P1: Big Ben. It’s the name of a clock tower in London. 

P2: Pyramids. They’re in Egypt and they are thousands years old. They are very popular with tourists.

P3: The Great Wall of China. It’s very long. The Chinese built it about two thousand years ago to keep the enemies away.

P4: The Statue of Liberty. It’s in New York, the USA.

P5: Coliseum in Rome. It’s a very old building used for gladiators’ fights in ancient Rome. 

P6: Our Terebovlya fortress. People built it to defend from turkish and tatar enemies in the 17th century.

T: Thank you. It was interesting. And now we are going to travel to one more interesting place, that’s the Naska lines. (The teacher shows the picture on the board). But before this we’ll learn a bit of grammar so that you can understand the stories better.

P: The Naska lines are huge drawings of birds, animals and insects. They were made by the Naskan people who lived in Peru thousands of years ago. They were made over a period of a thousand years, from about 500 BC to AD 500. The drawings were cut into the ground. And they were made for the sky gods to please them.  

IV. WRITING + SPEAKING.

T: So, now you know what the Naska lines are. We go on travelling about the places of interest and now you are going to see and to learn about the Chinese Emperor’s clay army. But somebody didn’t know the Passive Voice, so there are some gaps in the text. That’s why you must fill in the gaps using the verbs in brackets in the Past Simple Passive. (Pupils do the task, then they check while chain reading.) 

I’d like to tell you about the Emperor’s army at Xian. My friends and I (take) ……………. there last week by our teacher. There are thousands of model soldiers and they all are different. V. A ROLE PLAY

 (Children are given cards with the explanation of their roles.)

P1: You’ve just come back from China where you saw the Emperor’s clay army at Xian. Share your impressions with a friend.

P2: Your friend has just come back from China. He saw the Emperor’s clay army at Xian. You like everything about China. Ask your friend to share the impressions. Don’t forget our question words: when, where, by whom, how, why, what (material).

Here is a possible answer.

P2: Hello, Oksana, how are you? How was your trip?

P1: Oh, I’m OK. And the trip was great. The emperor’s clay army was the most interesting.

       P2: What is it?      
      P1: Oh, these are thousands of model solders made of clay and they are all different.

P2: When were they made? 
P1: Well, they were made two thousand years ago for an emperor of China. 
P2: Why were they made? 
P1: People don’t know but the emperor was buried with them.

P2: How interesting! When were they found then? 
P1: They were discovered by some farmers in 1974.

P2: I think it’s a fantastic place. I hope I’ll visit it one day. 

V. A GRAMMAR GAME.

T: Let’s go on. Do you want to know about the Great Wall of China? Then let’s play a game “Scientists - Detectives”.

T: So, you are scientists and you want to know the mystery about the Great Wall in China. You looked for information and discovered that only one man on the Earth knows the secret. And today it’s me. I’m ready to share this secret with you but, of course, it is not for free. You must pay me for telling you this mystery. And your payment is a correct question in the Past Simple Passive. Now, split into two groups. Each person in the group should make up a question. You can help each other. Your questions must begin with our usual question words: When, Where, How and so on. If you are ready with the question you come to me. If the question is not correct, you go back, think over it and try again.  I’ll share the information you ask for only if your question is correct.  You read the information and go back to your group to tell them. Then when everybody comes back with his or her piece of information, the group should make up the whole story and present it. The winner is the team which makes up the story first.

(The teacher has two sets of each piece of information prepared, so that if two pupils want the same piece of information at a time they can get it.)

1) The Great Wall of China was built about two thousand years ago between 221BC and he 16th century AD. One of the most famous is the wall built between 220-206BC by the first emperor of China. 

2) During the Warring period from the fifth century BC to 221BC barbarian tribes from the north often attacked the land. So the Wall was built to keep away the enemies from the north.

3) It is about 4,600 kilometres long. And it’s mostly 8 metres high, and in some places it’s twelve metres high.

4) Originally the Great wall was built from Earth, stones and wood. During the Ming Dynasty they started to use bricks. Parts of the wall which came up to our time are mainly stone and bricks.                                           

5) It was built completely by hand. In 221BC 300,000 soldiers of the Emperor’s Army and a lot of farmers were forced to build the Wall. Thousands of people were killed during the construction of the Great Wall in different periods. That’s why the Wall is sometimes called “the longest graveyard of the world”.

VI. LISTENING + SPEAKING.

T: Well done! You are very good detectives. Now you know about the Great Wall of China. Our next destination is the Egyptian pyramids. You will listen to the story on the tape and then you’ll have to complete the following notes:
