Очікувані результати:

· розумітимуть тексти,що містять незнайому лексику з даної теми;
· розумітимуть основний зміст аудіо та відео матеріалів з даної теми;

· спілкуватимуться, виконуючи завдання, що вимагають обміну інформацією з даної теми;

· запитуватимуть і відповідатимуть на запитання, обмінюючись інформацією з даної теми;

· вмітимуть презентувати інформацію з даної теми, коментуватимуть її,чітко висловлюватимуть власну точку зору.

PROCEDURE
I. Introduction
(The theme of the lesson is on the blackboard).
T: Good morning, dear boys and girls and our guests! We are going to talk about music, its impact on us, your preferences in music, to share our opinions about music and discuss the role of music in our life.
II. Warming-up
T: Let us see if you are keen on music. I have “Personality Quiz” for you. You are to answer the questionnaire, find your score and read the interpretation defining how musical you are. 
(Teacher gives handouts with “Personality Quiz” to students).

III. Speaking

(Teacher and students write a music network on the board) 
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IV. Discussion
T: Let’s have a talk about music.

(Teacher asks students the questions.)

V. Listening
T: Listen to the extracts from film music and match them to the photos. Which music do you like most? Why?

Key Words: catchy, dramatic, exciting, haunting, lively, monotonous, moving, romantic, sad, scary, sentimental, sinister, soothing, soppy, tear-jerking, tedious, terrifying, thoughtful.

VI. Project presentation
T: As far as I know, you’ve prepared short presentations about the composers, singers and groups you like. Let us listen to music extracts and information about your favourite musicians.

(Students present their projects and stick them on the blackboard).

VII. Watching video

T: Thank you very much for your presentations. It was really interesting. Now I would like you to watch video about pop music in Great Britain. Please be attentive while watching this video, because you are to find the answers to the questions.

(Teacher gives questions to the students) 
VIII. Listening
T: Listen to two people talking about music. Decide who had these opinions-write M (man), 

W (woman) or B (both).

Look at the Function File in your textbook. Which expressions are used:

· to introduce an opinion?

· to ask for agreement?

· to show disagreement?

· to ask another person’s opinion?

· to show agreement?

(Students work with the Function File (Giving Opinions: Agreeing and Disagreeing).
IX. Speaking
T: Now please work in pairs. Tell your partner about your tastes in music. Agree or disagree with your partner.

Example
A  I think U2 are really great!

B  Do you? If you ask me, they’re ancient. I like rap groups.

A  I’m not keen on rap music.

B  Don’t you like Eminem? 

A  No, not really.

T: Work in groups. Listen to some musical extracts. After each piece of music, take turns to give your opinions about it.

X. Reading
T: Read the text about the effects of music. Match the headings to the correct paragraph.

(Students read the text “The Mozart effect” from the handouts).

The Mozart effect

1______

Music is not entertainment. It is medicine for both the brain and the body. Don Campbell is an expert on The Mozart effect and the icredible power of music. He says that all kinds of music, from Mozart to jazz, from Latin to rock can effect our learning and our health. 
2_______

Many people use music to help them feel relaxed after a busy day at work. Music can also reduce the stress of being ill, especially by reducing pain. The director of Baltimore Hospital says that thirty minutes of classical music has the same effect as ten milligrams of the painkiller Valium.
3_______

Campbell also says that music can help you concentrate but you need the right kind of music for your mood. And you need to listen for about ten minutes before you start studying. Perhaps your mind needs relaxing or maybe you are tired abd you want to feel more energetic. So you should choose the appropriate music to help you.  You can use many different kinds of music to help you concentrate. Mozart’s music is very popular, however, because it is very organised and it makes you brain more alert and imaginative.

Music  helps you to study better and it can also actually make you more intelligent. In one study, students who listened to Mozart before doing a test got much higher marks than those who didn’t.

Many studies also show that children who learn to play a musical instrument before the age of twelve have better memories for the rest of their lives.

After reading discussion 

You’ve just read about positive effect of different kinds of music, especially classical music. Do you believe rock music can be harmful? Let us divide into 2 groups: one group gives ideas about positive sides of music, another- about harmful effect of rock music.

Possible students answers:

Harmful effects
-rock music is often played loud and can damage people’s hearing;

-it can make people aggressive;

-the lyrics of the songs may cause negative emotions (sometimes the texts are absolutely senseless);

-in Australia taped rock music is used to frighten the sharks off the public beaches.

Positive effects
-it can make people feel relaxed or excited, full of life and energetic (depending on situation);

-it can reduce stress and pain;

-it can help you to concentrate;

-it stimulates people’s minds and gives them creative power;
-it helps you to study better and have better memory.
