Procedure

          I. Introduction

(The theme of the lesson is on the blackboard)

Good morning, dear students! I am glad to see you healthy and in a good mood. I am sure you are very interested in what we are going to talk about today. 

Look at the blackboard and you can see that the theme of our lesson is new technologies. Today we’ll talk about the Internet, the World Wide Web and its inventor, computers and computing and about esafety.

Presenter: Sir Tim Berners-Lee grew up in south-west London. As a child he wasn’t very good at sports, but he loved trains. When he was 11, he went to a school which was between two railway tracks and he loved watching the trains go by. Maybe that’s why he also had a model railway in his bedroom, complete with toy trains. Even when he was quite young, he loved inventing things. He made little electronic gadgets to control all of his trains.
Little by little, over the years, he became more interested in electronics than in trains. He knew all about computers when he was young besause his mother and father were both working with very early computers when they met. Later on, when he was at university, he made his own computer using an old televisison! He bought the television from an old shop for just £5!
Tim’s interest in maths also came from his parents. His mother taught maths at school and she taught him that maths was fun. When Tim went to Oxford University, he studied physics. He thought that physics would be more practical than maths, somewhere in the middle between maths and electronics. In fact, it turned out to be very special and fascinating subject for him. And it helped him to make his most important invention: the World Wide Web.

And then I thought “Can’t we connect all these different information systems and make just one imaginary information system? Everybody could read the same system.” And that became the WWW.

Actually inventing it was simple. The difficult part was to persuade everybody to use the same system. It’s incredible that so many people now use it.

Well, because it is, basically. I want you to know that you too can make new program which create new, fun ways of using computers and using the Internet. I want you to know that, if you can imagine a computer doing something, you can program a computer to do that. The only limit is your imagination. And a couple of laws of physics. Of course, what happens with computers is that you have a basic, simple idea. Then you have to add things on to it to make it work. But all good computer programs are simple inside.

Even the most farsighted Internet pioneers did not predict the enormous growth and the tremendous impact the Net has had on global communications. The increased popularity of the Internet has caused a flood of investment and innovation. Advertisers are experimenting with the ways to use the Internet to sell their products and most companies are finding that a presence on the Internet is a necessity for competing business.

Futurists also believe that the Internet will be as readily available for communications as electricity today. There is a very nice saying "Computers have lots of memory but no imagination."  Use all the advantages that the Internet and social networking sites offer us but don’t forget about the real life, too.
